
Lastra means Flat Stone in Spanish. The one that 
prevails in the soils where these vines are planted, 
that pave the way for roads and winemaking alike, 
conferring the mineral, concentrated style you 
find in this wine.

Tempranillo 90% Merlot 10%

Aged in 225 L oak barrels for 18 
months, 80 % French and 20 % 
American oak, further ageing in 
bottles for 24 months.

Deep, dark cherry red. 

Attractive aromas of ripe fruit 
especially cherries. Hints of spices 
such as cinnamon and vanilla, 
caramel, rum and cocoa from its 
barrel ageing.

Balanced, persistent, opulent 
palate with a gentle attack.  The 
soft tannins provide a soft, round 
texture.
